MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
BETWEEN
THE MINISTRY OF SPECIAL INITIATIVES, GOVERNMENT OF THE

&

THE GOVERNMENT OF THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA
THROUGH UNITED STATES AGENCY FOR INTERNATIONAL
DEVELOPMENT (USAID)

FOR COLLABORATION ON

PAKISTAN SAFE DRINKING WATER & HYGIENE PROMOTION
ACTIVITIES (PSDW-HPP)

This Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) is being made on the 27" day of
January 2009, at Islamabad between:

a) The Ministry of Special Initiatives (MoSI) through Federal Project
Management Unit of the Clean Drinking Water for All (CDWA),
Government of the Islamic Republic of Pakistan; and

b) The Government of United States of America through United States
Agency for International Development (USAID).

Now, therefore, the parties have agreed as follows:-

Article 1 Purpose

Section 1.1.The Government of United States of America through United States
Agency for International Development (USAID) and the Ministry of Special
Initiatives, hereinafter referred to collectively as the * Parties” and individually, as
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a “Party”, have desired to collaborate on certain safe drinking water and hygiene
promotion activities in Pakistan.

Article 2 The “Pakistan Safe Drinking Water & Hygiene Promotion Project”

Section 2.1 : The USAID funded project is being implemented in a collaborative
and supportive strategy with the MoSI’s “Clean Drinking Water Projects” at the
Provincial and Regional level.

The PSDW-HPP Project aims to demonstrate how social mobilization can lead to
sustainability and better management of filtration plants by local governments and
communities. The Project will provide local capacity building and hygiene
promotion, and will also address water system protection to prevent contamination
of water supplies. During the course of the MoU, MoSI will pilot and implement
the objectives of the MoU.

Article 3 Understanding of the Parties

Section 3.1. This MoU records the commitments of the Parties to work together
for activities agreed to between them for the implementation of the Safe Drinking
Water and Hygiene Promotion Project in twenty eight focus districts from the
provinces and three agencies in FATA (including the earthquake affected areas of
NWFP, and Azad Jammu & Kashmir). The intention of USAID assistance will be
to provide support to government (at all levels), NGO’s and communities for
capacity building, partnerships, and planning to help ensure the sustainability of
activities.

Section 3.2  MoSI through the Federal Project Management Unit (PMU) of
CDWA project agrees to implement its commitments vis-a-vis assisting Provinces
in the implementation of Clean Drinking Water Projects as set forth in PC-1 of the
“Clean Drinking Water Initiative (CDWI)” and “Drinking Water for All (CDWA)
projects. USAID, through a separate agreement with a third party contractor and
subject to the availability of funds for such agreements intends to provide technical
assistance in hygiene and sanitation promotion and community mobilization along
with capacity building in order to complement the GOP’s investments in hardware
for safe drinking water.

Section 3.3. The parties to this MoU agree to work in a spirit of mutual
consultation to facilitate implementation and put in place systems and mechanism
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for sustained management of the facilities provided in the project. The Parties
agree to formulate a joint strategy and adopt an action plan with mutual
consultation. They also agree to hold regular consultative meetings to review and
coordinate the actions and activities of the project.

Section 3.4. The project will follow the guidelines given by National Steering
Committee established to steer the implementation of “Clean Drinking Water for
All” project.

Article 4 The USAID shall:

a. assist GOP in general and MoSI in particular, with advocacy and
awareness function and facilitate in designing a comprehensive Hygiene
and Sanitation Promotion Strategy for safe water management, hygiene
behavior and safe sanitation practices. The Strategy will be implemented
by NGOs who have signed grants programme with the USAID in mutual
consultations between the Parties;

b. highlight the importance and significance of using Clean Drinking Water
especially from the filtration plants and personal hygiene through
workshops, media and other means available through a strategy to be
agreed between USAID and MoSlI, after mutual consultation;

c. improve safe water management, hand washing behaviors and sanitation
practices through behavioral change activities to be agreed between the
Parties;

d. socially mobilize the local population and help them manage water
filtration plants in a sustainable manner;

e. establish new Community Based Organizations (CBOs), strengthen the
capacity of existing social structure to acts as leaders, and manage water
filtration plants installed in the area to ensure cost recovery and water
system protection so that investments made in hardware and promotional
activities are sustainable in the long term;

f. undertake a gap analysis between the capabilities of local CBOs and
project expectations, and accordingly initiate capacity building
programmes for them;



g. assess and validate the performance of water filtration plants in the
project districts and communicate the same to Federal PMU;

h. set up water testing labs on the space provided by provincial/ local
authorities in project districts to be run by District and Tehsil Municipal
Administration, the community and their representative institutions;

i. undertake tests of water samples in the respective areas and share them
with the Federal PMU;

j. undertake a comprehensive review of water treatment and water quality
testing technologies for use at the community and household levels, and
support pilot technologies that are potentially viable both economically
and socially;

k. ensure that at least 15 project district are declared “Safe Water Districts”,
where better hygiene and safe water practices have been adopted and safe
drinking water is provided through filtration plants;

|. arrange a Third Party Validation/Verification so as to declare the selected
project districts as Safe Water Districts;

m. coordinate project activities with and engage other government agencies
in the area and NGOs if considered necessary; and

n. keep a close liaison with MoSI and Federal PMU of the CDWA project
and undertake project activities in mutual consultation.

Article 5 Miscllaneous:

Section 5.1. Authorized Representatives: The Parties will be represented by those
holding or acting in the offices held by the signatories to this MoU. Each Party
may, by written notice, to the other identify additional representatives authorized to
represent that Party for all purposes other than executing formal amendments to
this MoU. Each Party will notify the other, in writing, of changes in its authorized
representatives.

Section 5.2. Amendment and Modifications: This MoU may be amended or
modified at any time by mutual written agreement between the Parties.
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
